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Narrative, Fiction, Story 
· Has a beginning, middle, end

· Has a setting, characters, problem, events, solution
a point
· Tells a story











· There is dialogue between characters.
· Has themes or big ideas

· Has illustrations or photographs

· Read from front to back 

· Another name for fiction is narrative 
· Some kinds teach a lesson or moral

· Historical fiction can teach us about history through a story so some parts are true and some are not.

· Science fiction is like historical fiction because it uses stuff from our science books but makes it part of a cool chapter book.

· The person telling the story can be in the story or outside.

· Animals and insects can talk.

· “My teacher reads with more expression with fiction. I think she likes it better.”

Expository, Nonfiction, Information
· It’s true. It has facts.

· Nonfiction is all about learning.

· In nonfiction, it tells you right out what is important. In fiction, you have to figure it out yourself.
· You don’t have to read it in order.

· Sometimes my teacher calls it expository and sometimes informational.
· It’s mostly about one idea or topic.

· It feeds your brain with stuff you never knew before.

· You can read the pictures (labels, diagrams, captions, cutaways) instead of the words.
